Characteristics of Students, Staff, and Programs

Characteristics of the Adult Education Student (General)
· Eligibility
· Age 16 or older/separated from school
· May already have a GED or high school diploma
· May be interested in learning English as a Second Language
· Identify goals according to the National Reporting System (NRS).
· Get a GED
· Get a job
· Keep a job
· Attend post-secondary education
· Identify performance goals.
· Take the Test of Adult Basic Education (TABE) and place in an NRS functioning level. 
TABE includes reading, language arts, and math.
· Identify level gains and performance goal in reading, language arts, and math or a combination.
· Level 1		GE 0-1.9	Beginning ABE Literacy 
· Level 2		GE 2-3.9	Beginning Basic Education 
· Level 3		GE 4-5.9	Low Intermediate Basic Education 
· Level 4		GE 6-8.9	High Intermediate Basic Education 
· Level 5		GE 9-10.9 	Low Adult Secondary Education* 
· Level 6		GE 11-12	High Adult Secondary Education*
(considered GED students*)
· Other goals may be identified as well, for example
· Help children with homework
· Read the Bible
· Etc.
· Students may be tested only after 50 hours of instruction unless they are at the GED level; then they may be tested after 30 hours of instruction.
· If the goal is GED (most are), students must pass the Official Practice Test (OPT) for the GED before they can test for the GED.
· OPT is given by the program.
· The GED must be taken at an official GED testing site.
 (It may not be given by the program; however, some fiscal agents of the programs may be official GED testing sites.)
· The program determines when the student is ready to take the OPT.
