I wanted to give you a heads-up that student planners will be heading your 

way soon.  
 
These student planners do not have pre-printed dates so that you may use them 

indefinitely. Here is a sample: 
 

 
 
Each monthly spread features a quote from a Kentucky GED® graduate. The 
planner also features things like: class schedule page; United States map; weights 

and measures; decimal equivalents; and a listing of commonly misspelled words.  
 

A recommended use of this planner is that it is provided to a student who 
has completed orientation and testing – perhaps during a one-on-one class 
scheduling session. Due to the cost and limited number of planners, it is 

recommended that it is given to a student who has shown some 
commitment/completed some tasks.  

 
It is hoped that distribution and use of these planners will lead to greater 
rates of retention and completion. Any feedback you can provide on the 

impact of these planners (as well as folders and other efforts) on retention 
would be much appreciated.
