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Overview
This course is designed to provide instructors with basic functions and management techniques of modern tablets, with a focus on high-level cognitive activities.

Technology Requirement
Participants are required to bring a laptop computer to all face-to-face sessions. Additional devices such as iPads, tablets, smartphones and other instructional technology are encouraged.

Institute Description
Educators will learn the basic functions of both iPad and Android devices in the classroom, with a focus on developing tablet-enabled lesson content that challenges students at a high cognitive level. Participants will network and showcase their work through an online community supported by Edmodo.

Learning Goals  
Instructors will be able to manage and operate iPad and Android tablets in a classroom setting, as well as design tablet-enabled, standards-based lesson content for their students.

Performance Objectives
This institute will enable participants to:
· Operate both iPad and Android tablets
· Create high-level activities using tablets






Course Design
This course will combine face-to-face sessions, demonstrations of instructional strategies, distance learning, classroom application of learning and an opportunity to receive feedback from an instructional coach. The components of the course are listed below. 

· Introduction (3 Hours)
Format: Online via Edmodo 
· Introduction to iPad and Android devices
· The Padagogy Wheel

· Face-to-Face Session (7 Hours)
· Hands-on practice with iPad and Android Tablets
· How to blend tablets with instruction
· Creating high-level cognitive activities with tablets

· Follow-Up (2 hours)
Format: Online via Edmodo
· Sharing high-level tablet activities
· Support for classroom activities

All reference material and resources will be posted digitally into the course’s Edmodo group.

Assignments 
Assignments are designed to assist participants in incorporating knowledge, strategies and tools learned in the Institute into their classroom instruction. All assignments must be completed in a satisfactory manner and submitted prior to the published deadlines in order to receive credit for the institute.
