Developing the Speaking and Listening Domains in Multi-Level, Multi-Language Classrooms
Purpose: To develop a basis of methodology for speaking and listening instruction that informs practical strategies for differentiated instruction in these domains
Learning Goals: 
· Describe a variety of instructional strategies for speaking instruction
· Describe a variety of instructional strategies for listening instruction
· Create NRS level-aligned activities for speaking and listening
Description: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]This blended-delivery course engages participants in a 6-hour face-to-face introduction to differentiated instruction as it applies to diverse ELA (formerly ESL) classrooms.  In the subsequent 3 weeks, participants will deepen their understanding of the speaking and listening domains of language through online instruction and interaction. They will learn research-based strategies for instruction in both of these domains.  Instructors will apply the strategies they learn to create a lesson for each of the domains that will align across the NRS levels. 
Number of PD hours:
This course consists of 6 hours of face-to-face collaboration followed by 3 weeks of online instruction.  The total course time is 12 hours over 4 weeks.  
General Course Information:
· This is a four-week facilitated course comprised of one 6-hour face-to-face collaboration and 3 weeks of facilitated online coursework. 
· Participants will take a preassessment and a postassessment.
· One module will be introduced each of the three weeks of online coursework.
· The course will begin on the Friday indicated. 
· The Friday face-to-face session will be located in the Founder’s Building at the University of Louisville’s Shelby Campus at 213 N. Whittington Parkway, Louisville, KY 40222. On October 23, this session will be in room 6. On March 4, this session will be in room 201.
· Subsequent modules will be available each Friday to allow participants to work ahead if they desire to do so.
· Interactive practices and assignments are completed within the time frame of each module. 
· Participants are required to post in each module to a Discussion Forum.
· Participants are also required to read and respond to others’ comments in each module.
· Facilitator will respond to questions or comments at least once each business day.
· Technical support is available through the National Center for Families Learning.
