Title: Standards-Based Instruction: Putting It All Together

Purpose: To guide educators in providing outstanding instruction to their students

Learning Goals: 
· Design a course plan
· Align standards with units of instruction
· Review/critique a standards-based lesson 
· Incorporate formative assessment and differentiation into a lesson

Description:
This facilitated, online course engages participants in examining materials and methods that support the implementation of standards-based education.  With the goal of guiding educators as they provide outstanding instruction to students, participants will work together through the process of developing a course. Activities include aligning standards with units of instruction and reviewing a lesson plan.  The importance of diagnostic information from both the TABE and KAERS data in informing the design of a course plan is discussed. Student success hinges on learning opportunities informed by students; participants will incorporate formative assessment and differentiation into instruction based on student diagnostic information.  Participants will review and share resources to enhance instruction. Participants will engage in interactive learning with their peers through the use of a discussion board. The online course consists of interactive learning activities and assigned reading. All participants will complete a pre- and postassessment.

General Course Information:
•	This is a six-week facilitated course. 
•	Participants will take a preassessment and a postassessment.
•	One module will be introduced each of the six weeks.
•	The course will begin on the Monday indicated.
•	Subsequent modules will be available each Friday to allow participants to work ahead if they desire to do so.
•	Interactive practices and assignments are completed within the time frame of each module.
•	Participants are required to post in each module to a Discussion Forum.
•	Participants are also required to read and respond to others’ comments in each module.
•	Facilitator will respond to questions or comments at least once each business day.
•	Technical support is available through the National Center for Families Learning.
