The College and Career Readiness Standards for English Language Arts
Identifying Lead Standards Template User Guide
The following lead standards templates are adapted from the Template for Identifying Standards found in Unit 2, Appendix A of the guide to Standards-in-Action Innovations for Standards-Based Education, available for download at http://www.adultedcontentstandards.ed.gov/standardsInAction.asp .  These templates are offered as tools to assist instructors identifying lead and supporting standards from the Standards for English Language Arts and Literacy as presented in College and Career Readiness Standards for Adult Education.  The templates are populated with only the Anchor Standards for the English Language Arts and Literacy Standards.  These anchor standards are organized by the strands as presented in the standards document:
Reading (R) (the reading standards include some standards taken from the Literacy in History/Social Studies, Science, and Technical Subjects)
Writing (W)
Speaking and Listening (SP)
Language (L)  
Reading: Foundational Skills (RF)

Whereas the level-specific standards in each strand represent a progression leading to an eventual CCR Anchor Standard, it can be assumed that lead and supporting standards would be the same for each level.  The user is encouraged to alter the template to address level-specific standards if a more individual approach is desired.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]The purpose of selecting lead standards from a larger set of standards is to guide the development of coherent instructional units.  The lead standards are those standards considered as absolutely essential content and should be assigned a score of four points.  The remaining standards in a strand should be ranked between three and one to signify progressively less essential or nice to know content.  According to the Standards-in-Action materials “no more than half the standards overall and preferably only 30-40 percent of the standards would be identified as lead standards.
