Purpose:  Data and statistics are assessed on the GED® Social Studies and Science tests. These areas are assessed primarily through the use of graphics, including graphs, tables, and charts. Other types of graphics are also included, including diagrams, editorial cartoons, maps, timelines, and photographs. Graphic or visual literacy is an important skill not only for the test, but also for situations that occur in real-world situations at home and at work. 
Description: This session will focus on assisting teachers in methods for incorporating mathematics across content areas and strategies for incorporating graphic literacy into the classroom.
