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Using Online Resources Effectively in the ELA Classroom, Part A

Blended 12-hour course over 7 weeks 

Purpose: To provide an overview of computer-assisted language learning best practices and hands-on, guided practice using free online tools for English language acquisition

Learning Goals: 
· Describe best practices in computer-assisted language learning. 
· Implement one online resource effectively in the instructional context.

Course Description:
Instructors will collaborate online and in face-to-face group instruction and around best practices for computer-assisted language learning and get hands-on practice with feedback in utilizing online resources such as Burlington English for English language learning. The format will be: 
· Online pre-assessment
· 1st set of online activities 
· Face-to-face session 
· Instructional support visit 
· 2nd set of online activities 
· Online post-assessment

General Course Information:
This is a seven-week facilitated course. 
· This course is a prerequisite for Using Online Resources Effectively in the ELA Classroom, Part B.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Participants will take a pre- and a post-assessment.
· The first online module will begin on the Monday indicated.
· Subsequent modules will be available each Friday to allow participants to work ahead if they desire to do so and to provide important reminders.
· The face-to-face session will take place on the Friday indicated.
· The instructional support visit will be scheduled on an individual/program basis with the facilitators.
· Interactive practices and assignments are completed within the time frame of each module.
· Participants are required to post in Modules 1, 3, and 4 to a Discussion Forum.
· Participants are also required to read and respond to others’ comments in Modules 1, 3, and 4.
· Facilitator will respond to questions or comments at least once each business day.
· Technical support is available through the National Center for Families Learning.
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
