From The Condition of Education, 2009, U.S. Department of Education, National Center for Educational Statistics:
Children’s early development impacted by parents’ educational level (Indicator 2)
· “…. levels of maternal education were positively related to the percentage of children who were read to, told stories, or sung to daily.” (Early Childhood Longitudinal Study)
· 20% of four-year-olds whose mother had not completed high school were read to daily, compared with:
· 22% whose mothers completed high school/equivalency
· 29% whose mothers completed some college
· 36% whose mothers had at least a bachelor’s degree 
Percentage of K-8 students retained (“held back”) in a grade varies by parents’ educational level (Indicator 18)
· In 2007, for example, 20% of students whose mothers had less than a high school diploma had been retained, completed to 3% of students whose mothers’ highest level was a bachelor’s degree or graduate/professional school.          
Children’s immediate transition to college is affected by parents’ educational level (Indicator 21)
· “The immediate college enrollment rate is defined as the percentage of high school completers of a given year who enroll in 2- or 4-year colleges in the fall immediately after completing high school.”
· 35 percentage-point gap  in immediate college enrollment between students whose parents had a bachelor’s degree or higher and students whose parents completed high school or less

From The Influence of Parent Education and Family Income on Child Achievement: The Indirect Role of Parental Expectations and the Home Environment, by  Pamela E. Davis-Kean, University of Michigan, published in Journal of Family Psychology, 2005:
Mothers with higher education have higher expectations for their children’s academic achievement
· “… mothers with higher education had higher expectations for their children’s academic achievement and that these expectations were related to their children’s subsequent achievements in math and reading. “ 
· “(Halle et al. found that) these more positive beliefs and expectations predicted higher amounts of achievement-related behavior by mothers in the home as well as more positive perceptions of achievement by the children.”

From Parent and Family Involvement in Education, 2006-07 School Year, From the National Household Education Surveys Program of 2007:
Parent participation in children’s school-related activities increases with educational attainment level
· 75% of parents with less than a high school education reported attending a general school or PTO/PTA meeting, compared to 94% of parents with bachelor’s degrees.
· 48% of parents with less than a high school education reported attending a school or class event, compared to 83% of parents with bachelor’s degrees.
