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Beyond the CASAS Implementation Training

Blended 12 hour course over 4 weeks (6-hour face-to-face session and 3 weeks online)

Purpose: To provide an overview of tools instructors can use to strengthen instruction

Learning Goals: 
· Describe how to use the CASAS Competencies to develop lessons
· Describe the use of the CASAS test reports to guide instruction
· Incorporate instructional tools found on the CASAS website

Course Description:
[bookmark: _GoBack]This course will be delivered as one, 6-hour face-to-face session followed by 3 weeks of online instruction for a total course time of 12 hours over 4 weeks. This course is for ELA instructors who have completed the CASAS Implementation Training and are ready to move forward in understanding and using the instructional tools offered by CASAS. We will talk about how to use the CASAS Competencies to develop lesson content, how to use the test reports effectively to guide instruction, and how to use QuickSearch to help find instructional resources. All participants will complete a pre- and post-assessment.

General Course Information:
This is a four-week facilitated course. 
· Participants will take a pre- and a post-assessment.
· The course begins with a 6-hour face-to-face training on the Friday indicated.
· One online module will be introduced each of the following three weeks.
· The first online module will begin on the Monday following the face-to-face session.
· Subsequent modules will be available each Friday to allow participants to work ahead if they desire to do so.
· Interactive practices and assignments are completed within the time frame of each module.
· Participants are required to post in each module to a Discussion Forum.
· Participants are also required to read and respond to others’ comments in each module.
· Facilitator will respond to questions or comments at least once each business day.
· Technical support is available through the National Center for Families Learning.
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
