Kentucky ranking in high school attainment jumps to 39th
New census information validates the efforts of Kentucky Adult Education and adult educators across the Commonwealth, according to Cheryl King. In a new report, the U.S. Census Bureau reported that Kentucky has steadily increased the number of adults with at least a high school education.
The report, “Educational Attainment in the United States: 2003,” is based on data from the Annual Social and Economic Supplement to the 2003 Current Population Survey.
The report said Kentucky had just fewer than 2.7 million people 25 and older last year, of whom 82.8 percent had at least a high school education. This percentage ranked Kentucky 39th in the nation, up from a ranking of 49th. The state’s percentage was 78.7 percent in 2000.

Family literacy update
During May regional meetings, Cheryl King explained that KYAE had initially decided to establish family literacy enrollment as a second gateway to eligibility for performance incentive funding for the 2004-05 fiscal year. However, because of cuts in federal funding and unknowns regarding the state budget, KYAE has decided that family literacy enrollment will be one of the performance indicators of which providers must meet or exceed at least 50 percent to qualify for performance incentive funding.

Gear Up training
KYAE Associates for Workforce Education will conduct a Gear Up and Task Analysis training on August 18 and 19 in Bowling Green for instructors who will be involved in workforce training. In this fast-paced workshop, participants will gain an understanding of workplace culture, the adult educator's role in meeting the needs of the undereducated workforce, and how work materials and practices can be integrated with lesson plans in order to increase the effectiveness of learning. KYAE joins content standards consortium
Kentucky is one of 15 states selected to join national Content Standards Consortia. Kentucky’s proposal, written by Dr. Jacqueline Korengel of KYAE, was chosen by the Office of Vocational and Adult Education, U.S. Department of Education.
Kentucky will join Georgia, Idaho, Indiana, Louisiana, Michigan and Wyoming in a consortium focusing on the development and alignment of content standards for ABE programs.
Florida, Illinois, Massachusetts, Missouri, Pennsylvania, Texas, Virginia and Washington will form another consortium focusing on the development and alignment of content standards for ESL programs.
Member states will work with experts to address collective and state-specific needs and will receive support in reviewing, writing, revising or adapting existing content standards. They will explore how to organize and develop writing teams, elicit stakeholder buy-in, assess resources and develop a project plan.
This project, operated by the American Institutes for Research, is an important component of OVAE's efforts to promote development of effective curriculum, improve the quality of instruction, and enhance learner outcomes.

National Grant Competition
The Barbara Bush Foundation for Family Literacy (http://www.barbarabushfoundation.com/03originalguidelines.doc) is accepting applications for its 2005 national grant competition. The deadline is September 10, 2004.
The foundation's grant program seeks to develop or expand projects that are designed to support the development of literacy skills for adult primary care givers and their children. Approximately $650,000 will be awarded in 2005; no grant request should exceed $65,000.
To be eligible for a grant, an organization must have current nonprofit or public status, have been in existence for two or more years as of the date of the application, and operate an instructional literacy program that has been in existence for at least two years and includes one or more of the following components: literacy for adults, parent education, pre-literacy or literacy instruction for children pre-K to grade 3 and intergenerational literacy activities. Q: How long must I keep student records?
