ELA Transitions (Formerly ESL Transitions)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Purpose: To guide ELA (formerly ESL) students as they transition across levels and on to GED preparatory curriculum
Learning Goals:
· Describe factors influencing motivation in ELA students
· Explain the progression of skills described in the NRS Educational Functioning Levels
· Create a strategy for working with students as they transition through their education
Description:
As students begin their educational experience, it is not always clear exactly what their complete path will look like. This 6-week, facilitated online course provides instructors with a research base about motivational factors in the ELA student population. Instructors consider effective strategies for conferencing with students about their educational goals as well as encouraging them to transition to ever-higher levels. Introductory information about the 2014 GED® is presented to instructors, with an opportunity to connect ELA instruction to high school credentialing.  Based on the interaction and instruction in the course, instructors design a classroom strategy to use with their students as they transition through education. 
Number of PD hours:
This course consists of 12 hours of coursework and collaboration across a 6-week time period.
General Course Information: 
· This is a six-week facilitated course. 
· Participants will take a preassessment and a postassessment.
· One module will be introduced each of the six weeks.
· The course will begin on the Monday indicated.
· Subsequent modules will be available each Friday to allow participants to work ahead if they desire to do so.
· Interactive practices and assignments are completed within the time frame of each module. 
· Participants are required to post in each module to a Discussion Forum.
· Participants are also required to read and respond to others’ comments in each module.
· Facilitator will respond to questions or comments at least once each business day.
· Technical support is available through the National Center for Families Learning.
