Scholarships available to GED graduates
Robert C. Byrd Honors Scholarship
KYAE needs your help in getting the word to more than 2,600 Kentucky GED graduates who are eligible for a limited number of Robert C. Byrd Honors Scholarships.
The Byrd Scholarship provides up to $1,500 for a total of four years. More information is available at www.kheaa.com/prog_byrd.html. Although the deadline for applying is June 30, 2004, KHEAA has indicated that awards are made on a first-come, first-served basis; therefore, the sooner your students apply, the better their chances.
To qualify for the Byrd Scholarship, GED graduates must have a minimum composite score of 2700 and be recommended by an adult education provider. E-mail Stephanie Leathers at stephanie.leathers@ky.gov for a list of your students who qualify to apply.
Education at Work Scholarships
GED graduates are also eligible to apply for the $500 Education at Work Scholarship provided by the Education Cabinet. The deadline for submitting applications is April 23. TABE and WorkKeys crosswalks available
The U.S. Department of Education has made available the TABE 9 and 10 crosswalk that correlates to the earlier TABE 7 and 8 version. In addition, the recently approved ACT’s WorkKeys crosswalk is available for three levels - high intermediate, low secondary and high secondary. KYAE to purchase pre-GED materials
KYAE will purchase Pre-GED Connection workbooks for each adult education provider and GED Connection videos for those providers that do not have them. The workbooks and videos will be provided at free training sessions to be offered by KET in the 2004-05 fiscal year. Providers will receive more information as training sessions are scheduled.
Emergency closures of adult education centers
If it is necessary to close your adult education center due to an emergency - for example, flood, fire, or storm damage - immediately notify KYAE of the closure. We often have telephone calls and e-mails from Kentuckians looking for the adult education center in their community, and we want to have up-to-date information for them.
GED official notification provided by KYAE
Adult education students who take GED tests are officially notified of their scores by KYAE. Adult educators should refrain from printing GED scores from AERIN and providing them to students - this is inviting fraudulent transcripts. LINCS site provides information and excellent research tool
Many adult educators routinely use LINCS for information and research. If you’re not familiar with LINCS at www.nifl.gov/lincs, it is self-described as the “literacy community's gateway to the world of adult education and literacy resources on the Internet. The goal of LINCS is to bring adult literacy-related resources and expertise to a single point of access for users throughout the world.”
LINCS also contains a database of instructional and program management resources. By clicking on the “LINCS Search” link in the upper left-hand corner of every LINCS page, you can search for literacy resources, information and curricula across the LINCS network and major national and international adult basic education and literacy sites.
While at the LINCS site, make sure you visit Southern LINCS, which has regional information for a consortium of 14 states, including Kentucky.
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
