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The following unpacking templates are adapted from the Chart for Unpacking the Components of Standards template found in Unit 1, Appendix B of the guide to Standards-in-Action Innovations for Standards-Based Education, available for download at http://www.adultedcontentstandards.ed.gov/standardsInAction.asp .  These charts are offered as tools to assist instructors in understanding the skills, content, context, and cognitive level (using either Bloom’s Taxonomy or Webb’s Depth of Knowledge)  prescribed by the Standards for English Language Arts and Literacy as presented in College and Career Readiness Standards for Adult Education.  The charts are populated with the English Language Arts and Literacy Standards in their entirety and organized by the strands as presented in the standards document:
Reading (R) (the reading standards include some standards taken from the Literacy in History/Social Studies, Science, and Technical Subjects)
Writing (W)
Speaking and Listening (SP)
Language (L)  
Reading: Foundational Skills (RF)

The arrangement of the standards in these unpacking templates attempts to reflect the level groupings as presented in the original standards document; the five levels relating to a particular College and Career Readiness (CCR) Anchor Standard appear directly beneath that CCR Anchor Standard.  The five levels for each CCR Anchor Standard are:
A (K-1) Beginning Adult Basic Education Literacy 
B (2-3) Beginning Basic Education 
C (4-5) Low Intermediate Basic Education
D (6-8) High Intermediate Basic Education 
E (9-12) Low Adult Secondary and High Adult Secondary Education 

For the convenience of reference when unpacking, level and numerical designations have been added to the standards.  Each standard is presented beneath its CCR Anchor Standard and designated by its Level, Strand Abbreviation and Anchor Standard Number, in that order.  For example, Writing Anchor Standard 3, Level B would be designated as B-W.3.   Many of the Writing and Language Standards include indicators labeled a. b. c., etc.; these indicators should be unpacked rather than the parent standard.  Where this occurs, the indicators are separated by a dotted line and the columns for the parent standard have been grayed out.
