Prepare Students for Citizenship and Beyond
[bookmark: _GoBack]Purpose: To prepare ELA (formerly ESL) students for the citizenship interview while developing skills necessary for continued academic and career success
Learning Goals:
· Explain the components of the citizenship interview
· Correlate the Adult Citizenship Education Content Standards and Foundation Skills with CASAS Standards
· Create a lesson that develops student readiness for the citizenship interview while incorporating CASAS standards 
Description:
In this 6-week, 12-hour online course, instructors will examine the citizenship interview process as well as the Adult Citizenship Education Content Standards and Foundation Skills. Participants will interact with each other and the facilitator through a discussion forum and work to correlate these standards with the CASAS Standards.  The course work culminates in each instructor’s creation of a lesson plan aligned with both sets of standards that could be utilized in a citizenship interview preparatory class.
Number of PD hours:
This course consists of 12 hours online over a course of 6 weeks.
General Course Information:
· This is a six-week facilitated course. 
· Participants will take a preassessment and a postassessment.
· One module will be introduced each of the six weeks.
· The course will begin on the Monday indicated.
· Subsequent modules will be available each Friday to allow participants to work ahead if they desire to do so.
· Interactive practices and assignments are completed within the time frame of each module. 
· Participants are required to post in each module to a Discussion Forum.
· Participants are also required to read and respond to others’ comments in each module.
· Facilitator will respond to questions or comments at least once each business day.
· Technical support is available through the National Center for Families Learning.
