Steve has a particular interest in working with programs that promote student-centered instruction and serve adult students who have struggled with their math learning. At present, Steve is a Mathematics Curriculum and Professional Developer at The City Colleges of Chicago. 

To apply to join the ALAN-PDI, a Kentucky Adult Education program along with one or two of its instructors who teach math, must commit to participating in the project and submit an application (attached). No more than two teachers from one program may apply. The following will be taken under consideration in the selection process:
