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Classroom Strategies and Practices, Part 2

Purpose: To provide effective instruction in the adult education classroom

Learning Goals:
· Incorporate a variety of instructional strategies and practices into the adult education classroom
· Evaluate the relationship of a specific instructional strategy to effectively teaching a cognitive skill
· Describe a means of differentiating instruction

This 12-hour, 6 week online facilitated course provides instructors with an understanding of how to analyze lesson plans to ensure their strength and effectiveness. This course builds upon the content of Classroom Strategies and Practices, Part 1. Participants will learn additional instructional strategies, such as finding the main idea, summarizing reading material, and creating metaphors and analogies. Participants will engage in interactive learning with their peers through the use of a discussion board. The online course consists of interactive learning activities and assigned reading. All participants will complete a pre- and post-assessment.


General Course Information: 
•	This is a six-week facilitated course. 
•	Participants will take a pre- and a post-assessment.
•	One module will be introduced each of the six weeks.
•	The course will begin on the Monday indicated.
•	Subsequent modules will be available each Friday to allow participants to work ahead if they desire to do so.
•	Interactive practices and assignments are completed within the time frame of each module.
•	Participants are required to post in each module to a Discussion Forum.
•	Participants are also required to read and respond to others’ comments in each module.
•	Facilitator will respond to questions or comments at least once each business day.
