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Purpose: To understand and incorporate strategies for student engagement

Learning Goals:
· To explain the importance of and need for effective classroom management
· To identify effective strategies for student engagement
· To describe how an effective strategy for student engagement has been used in the classroom

Description:
This course is designed to provide adult education instructors with strategies to ensure that classroom lessons run smoothly. It introduces and reinforces strategies for student engagement in the adult education classroom. Strategies include checking for understanding, creating a safe environment, being aware of students’ goals, academically challenging all students, incorporating differentiated instruction and motivating students. It is a 12-hour, 6-week facilitated course that encourages interaction through a discussion forum. Participants will take both a pre- and postassessment.

General Course Information:
•	This is a six-week facilitated course. 
•	Participants will take a preassessment and a postassessment.
•	One module will be introduced each of the six weeks.
•	The course will begin on the Monday indicated.
•	Subsequent modules will be available each Friday to allow participants to work ahead if they desire to do so.
•	Interactive practices and assignments are completed within the time frame of each module.
•	Participants are required to post in each module to a Discussion Forum.
•	Participants are also required to read and respond to others’ comments in each module.
•	Facilitator will respond to questions or comments at least once each business day.
•	Technical support is available through the National Center for Families Learning.
