Kentucky Manufacturing Skills Standards (KMSS) Certificate

The goals of the Skill Standards Certification System are to:

· Increase the quality of Kentucky’s workforce 

· Increase productivity and per capita income

· Provide for a higher standard of living

· Improve quality of life

The KMSS Certificate is based on skills identified by the KMSS Task Force deemed as necessary for employment in the manufacturing sector in the categories of Academic, Employability and Occupations Skills.

To earn a KMSS Certificate, a person must pass the KMSS Assessment at one of two levels:

· Basic Level I – Applicable to all manufacturing organizations

· Advanced Level II – Applicable to high performance manufacturing organizations
